FIRST-TIME HOME BUYER AND CURRENT
HOMEOWNER TAX CREDIT

If you are in the market for
a new home, you still may
be able to claim the First-
Time Homebuyer Tax
Credit. The Worker, Home-
ownership, and Business
Assistant Act of 2009 has
been extended for homes
purchased or under contract
by April 30, 2010 and

closed by June 30, 2010. A
credit of up to $8,000 will
apply to qualifying first-time

buyers, and a smaller credit of

up to $6,500 will now apply
to current home owners that
have lived in the same resi-
dence for at least five years
and wish to step up to a new
home.
