The new Federal Reserve 

Board legislation will stop 

many people with denied 

debit card transactions. But 

by having reserve funds 

with a Minnesota Valley 

FCU line of credit, you will 

get the green light and 

transaction approval. A line 

of credit attaches to your 

New Federal Reserve Board 

rules prohibit financial insti-

tutions from charging over-

draft fees for ATM and most 

debit card transactions, unless 

account holders request in 

writing to “opt-in”.  

What if I opt-in? If someone 

opts-in, it will give the finan-

cial institution permission to 

overdraw an account when 

using a debit card or ATM 

transaction and charge a fee.

If a member 

does not have the funds avail-

able, the transaction under-

standably will be rejected. 

August 15, 2010 

If existing account holders 

have not opted-in by this date, 

MVFCU can’t allow a mem-

ber to overdraw their checking 

if the transaction type is a debit 

card (point-of-sale) or ATM 

withdrawal.  

July 1, 2010 

If a new account holder opens 

an account on or after this date 

and has not opted-in, MVFCU 

cannot charge overdraft fees 

and will have to decline the 

transaction if the funds are not 

available.  

Remember  
This new Federal Reserve 

Board rule does not apply to 

checks or automatic bill pay-

ments. A member may still be 

allowed to go overdrawn and 

receive an overdraft fee, if they 

use a check or have automatic 

bill payments.

The ads frequently 

featured LifeLock’s president, Rich-

ard Todd Davis, giving out his so-

cial security number because he is 

confident the services his company 

provides will protect him, and all of 

us, from identity theft harm. The 

service cost consumers $10 per 

month. 
 

The Federal Trade 

Commission and 35 

state attorneys general 

have announced  on 

March 9, 2010 that 

they jointly agreed to a 

settlement of charges 

whereby LifeLock will 

pay $11 million in 

penalties to the FTC 

and $1 million in penalties to state attor-

neys general for a number of alleged 

misrepresentations.  The FTC and state 

attorneys alleged that the company used 

false claims to promote its identity 

theft prevention services. According 

to the FTC, “the company’s fraud 

alerts that it placed on consumer’s 

credit files protected only against cer-

tain forms of identity theft and gave 

no protection against the misuse of 

existing accounts, the most common 

type of identity theft.  
 

The FTC will apply the $11 million 

penalty it received to customer re-

funds and will notify affected indi-

viduals by letter in the coming months.
